You will be able to enter this class using the registration form that will be emailed to you by Kim Penner prior to the show
or you may enter the class at the show.

e Entry fee will be $21.00 (gst included)

* Proof of memberships and licenses is required (bring a photocopy of the cards or receipts). Alberta Equine
Federation memberships and temporary Equine Canada Bronze Sport Licenses will be available for purchase at the
show — but you should have all of this done prior to the first qualifier class scheduled at the QHAA Range Round Up
for May 7-10!

* Drug Testing Horses shown in the qualifying class may be subject to drug testing according to Equine Canada drug
and medication rules. Be prepared to stay on the grounds for 1 hour after your class for technicians to collect a urine
sample from your horse. This may or may not happen — but be prepared to stay if it does.
