PROGRAM HIGHLIGHTS 
Reining Alberta would like to invite you to subscribe your stallion to our Sire 
Incentive Program.  This is a program developed to promote stallion owners, and 
the owners of eligible offspring. 

Subscribed stallions are promoted during the year through advertisements in 
horses all, western horse review, on the Reining Alberta website, and as well at 
the RA Sire Incentive booth displayed at the 3 RA classic shows, the agm & banquet, 
and the open rider clinic.  Stallions are nominated yearly (on a Jan 1 – Dec 31 term) 
and advertising begins as soon as the stallion is paid into the program.  

⇒ In 2008, a strong slate of 29 stallions were nominated to the program.   

Held at the RA Spring & Fall Classic Shows, the nominated yearling off spring of 
nominated horses become eligible to compete in four possible classes:  the 3 yr old 
futurity, open & non pro divisions, and the 4 yr old maturity, open & non pro 
divisions.  There are also payouts to stallion owners of the winning offspring. 

⇒ In 2008, 78 2004 foals were eligible to compete at the spring classic open & 
non pro maturities, and 73 2005 foals were eligible for the fall classic 
open & non pro futurities.  Payouts were over $13,500 in total for 2008. 

  

ENROLLING IN THE PROGRAM in 2009 
Stallions: 

⇒ Subscribe your stallion for $500/yr (expires Feb 15/2010)  

⇒ Yearling offspring of the stallion nominated in 2009 become eligible for 
enrollment, making it possible for the 2009 yearling offspring (born in 
2008), to compete at a later date in 4 possible classes:  the 2011 3 yr old 
open futurity, the 2011 3 yr old non pro futurity, 2012 4 yr old open 
maturity, & the 2012 4 yr old non pro maturity. 

Offspring of subscribed stallions: 

⇒ Nomination fee is $50 per yearling paid by Dec 31/2009, $100 for 2 yr olds, 
& $200 for 3 yr olds paid in by April 30th of the 2 & 3 yr old year.  Stallion 
must be enrolled in the program when off spring are yearlings for 
eligibility to apply.   This means that nominating your stallion in 2009 
allows all offspring born in 2008 to be eligible. 

⇒ Nominated offspring will receive a Reining Alberta Sire Incentive Program 
“Certificate of Eligibility” and will be eligible to compete in the 4 sire 
Incentive Aged classes listed above. 

Junior stallions: 

⇒ Subscribe your stallion for $250/yr and receive full advertising & 
promotion benefits.  Senior stallion fee will apply when first foal crop are 
yearlings.
